The heart of the book, however, is ayear-by-year guide to one cent coins from 1856 to 1909. For each year, the author
includes a page or two about what was happening in Americathat year, as well asthe "mintage” -- i.e., how many
coins were made (both business-strike and proof) of the coin, key variations, and guidance on what to look out for and
how to build a collection. Of course the monetary values of each grade and variation of coin are listed. There are
detailed color illustrations throughout.The final part of the book includes a very interesting and informative section on
counterfeit and doctored Indian Head Cents, and a short biography of James B. Longacre, the Chief Engraver who is
also the designer of the Indian Head Cent.
