First published
in the UK, American audiences will find several significant gaps. her expertise seemsto skew toward the 18th and
19th centuries, leaving Americas Art Deco, Art Nouveau and Modern collectors out; for instance, focusing in depth on
"18th Century wine glasses,” Miller barely mentions pressed or carnival glass. A Photofit section is quite helpful but
hardly comprehensive (a section on silver marks doesn't show Paul Revere's, one of the most widely sought-and
imitated-of American antiques). Still, beginners and novices will find much to appreciate here, especialy if their
interests happen to line up with Miller's.
